In those two combined services we had an atten-
dance of 800.  58 people prayed to receive Christ, 
with about 25 other decisions. 
 
So, the conferences were smaller than many we 
have done, but very fruitful, because of the need for 
Bible doctrine, discipleship and evangelism train-
ing.

The Council 
needs to be commended for their work in the 
Kingdom of God.  They are an incredible group 
of lay people who do more work than most people 
imagine.

We continue to need 
your help as we try to obey the Lord.  May the 
Lord bless you real good.
