Dear Friend in Christ, 
 

Let me introduce you to Barnabas, a man I just met in Chennai, India.  Barnabas (not his birth 
name) was born into a Hindu family—raised devout Hindu—and eventually became a Hindu 
priest. 
 

However, his heart was not changed—he was an angry 
man who became an alcoholic.  He vented his anger by 
persecuting Christians, throwing stones at them on their 
way to worship the one true God. 
 

Then, he met the one true God, and Jesus, His Son, in a 
very dramatic way.  In a dream about Jesus, he knew that 
God was calling him to preach the Christian gospel. 
(sounds kinda like another conversion in the book of Acts, 
doesn’t it?)  He started a Christian church and began win-
ning people to faith in Christ.  He now has 100 people in 
his village church—most of whom he led to Christ him-
self. 
 

The Hindus built a temple right behind his church so that they could harass him and his people.  
Some people brought false charges against him saying that he coerced people to become Chris-
tians, which is against the law.  They arrested him and he spent three months in jail before he 
was finally pronounced innocent. 
 

Barnabas was one of five former Hindus who are now pastors that attended our conference in 
Chennai.  In Trivandrum, we had about eight pastors who were formerly Hindu, but now 
preach the gospel. 
 

What a privilege to teach these men Bible truth, discipleship and commitment to Jesus! 
 

Barnabas said that the message on John the Baptist inspired him to do greater things for Jesus 
than ever before.  At the end of that message, Barnabas and several other pastors were on their 
feet shouting, “I will serve Jesus at any cost!” 
 

In Trivandrum we were with Abraham Thomas, whom many of you met at our banquet in No-
vember.  Abraham puts together the finest, most well organized conference that we do any-
where in the world. 
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In Chennai, we had 3 pastors who were former 
Hindu priests.  In the middle is Barnabas, and on 
the far right is J. Palmer, who planned the confer-
ence 



Dr. Jim Wigton, pastor at Delaney Street Baptist 
Church, went with me for the two week trip and did a 
fantastic job of teaching through Colossians on the su-
premacy of Christ.  The pastors were thrilled to know 
that there was so much preaching material in Colos-
sians!! 
 

We had 240 pastors and church leaders who were ea-
ger and excited to learn.  Ours is the only pastor’s con-
ference that Abraham does and all evangelical denomi-
nations were represented 
 

After we completed the Pastor’s School, we spent two 
days at Logos Bible College, which was founded by 
Abraham in 1997.  What a great time we had teaching 
those students for 14 hours in two days—7 by me and 7 by Jim Wigton! 
 

Then, on to Chennai, with J. Palmer for a confer-
ence of 75 pastors and church leaders, which in-
cluded Barnabas.  I have on video some testimo-
nies of what God did in some pastors lives there.  
 

Jim Wigton and I had the privilege of preaching 
and teaching 22 times each for the two weeks.  It 
was a great investment of time, energy and 
money! 
 

We continue to need your help as we are doing 
more overseas now than we ever have.  So, please 
keep us in prayer and ask God what He might  
have you do to help us do these training confer-
ences.
