LIBERIA TRIP
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We did not have pictures from Haiti in last month’s letter, so we are including some here. In Mirebalais, Satan
was attacking from every side but God worked in spite of all of that. Mike Dawson, a dear friend of mine for
many years from Tennessee, was with me, along with his son-in-law, Brent Reeves, a pastor from Rapid City,
South Dakota. Bob Stewart was with me

in Arcahaie where we had 90 pastors reg-
istered.
